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Beginning on Wednesday, April  2, from 
7-9 pm I will host a five week study at the 
parsonage (April 2, 9, 16, 23, 30 ). Using 
this book as a catalyst, we will talk about 
how Broadway Church does or does not 
choose: Life over Death; Community 
over Isolation; Fun over Drudgery; Bold 
over Mild; Frontier over Fortre ss; and 
Now rather than Later.   
 
The books have already been ordered. The 
Board of Stewards has committed to 
reading it. There is a new parsonage with 
enough room for a group to study, pray, 
laugh and eat together. “Church Alive!” 
may even be the theme of our Fall 2008 
retreat. All we need now is you, full of your 
questions and hopes and dreams for what 
our dear church may yet be.  

Sometimes the seasons of the liturgical year 
do not work well with newsletter deadlines! 
Having already written about Lent last month, 
and not wanting to rush us into resurrection 
before we have had some time to dwell in the 
shadows, I was perplexed by what I might 
write about during this ‘in between’ time. But 
then it struck me that the ‘in between’ times 
speak to more than just our wait from Ash 
Wednesday to Easter Sunday. 
 
By the time this newsletter reaches you, I will 
have begun my third year as your pastor. 
That hardly seems possible to me. And during 
this time, we have seen growth in our vibrancy, 
programs and numbers. I am thankful for it all. 
But there is also a lingering sense that we 
have not yet become what we will be. We are 
still ‘in between.’ 
 
A few months ago I read a powerful book 
entitled: ����������	�

an inspiring statement about what is possible 
when people decide that God is not done 
with their churches and then dedicate 
themselves to work for change. When I 
finished it, I knew that there was a message 
for Broadway in its short 122 pages, not 
because I think we’re dying (certainly not!), 
but because I think we have some unrealized 
potential.

The following is quoted from William Lloyd Webber’s 
official website (www.WilliamLloydWebber.com): 
 
“William Lloyd Webber was born into a poor London 
family in 1914. The son of a self-employed plumber, he 
was fortunate, from a musical point of view, that his 
father was a keen organ ‘buff’ who spent what little spare 
money he had traveling to hear various organs in and 
around the capital. Often he would take his son with him, 
and before long, young William started to play the organ 
himself and developed an interest that bordered on the 
obsessional. 
 
“By the age of 14, William Lloyd Webber had already 
become a well-known organ recitalist, giving frequent 
performances at many important churches and 
cathedrals throughout Great Britain. He won an organ 
scholarship to Mercer’s School, later winning a further 
scholarship to study at the Royal College of Music, 
where he studied composition with Ralph Vaughan 
Williams and gained his FRCO diploma at nineteen. 
“Parallel to his activities as an organist, he began to 
compose, and several interesting works date from this early 
period including the Fantasy Trio of 1936. Although the 
Second World War interrupted his composition (he was 
organist and choirmaster at London’s All Saints, Margaret 
Street throughout the war), its ending marked the beginning 
of Lloyd Webber’s most prolific years as a composer. 
During the war he had married Jean Hermione Johnstone, 
a violinist and pianist. They had two sons: Andrew (b.1948) 
and Julian (b.1951). 
 
“From 1945 to the mid-1950s William Lloyd Webber 
wrote music in many different forms: vocal and 
instrumental, choral and organ, chamber and orchestral. 
Works from this period include the oratorio St. Francis of 
Assisi, the orchestral tone poem Aurora, the Sonatinas 
for viola and piano and flute and piano, and numerous 
songs, organ pieces and choral works. But Lloyd 
Webber’s roots were firmly embedded in the romanticism 
of such composers as Rachmaninov, Sibelius and Franck, 
and he became increasingly convinced that his own music 
was ‘out of step’ with the prevailing climate of the time. 
Rather than compromise his style, he turned to the 
academic side of British musical life—teaching at the Royal 
College of Music and, in 1964, accepting the Directorship of 
the London College of Music. Disillusioned with 
composition, he wrote virtually nothing for the next 20 
years—until shortly before his death, when a sudden 
flowering of creativity produced among a number of 
works the mass Missa Sanctae Mariae Magdalenae. 
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Once again on Palm Sunday, the Gospel story of 
Christ’s passion and death will be recounted. Two 
years ago the Broadway Choir and soloists presented a 
musical setting of the passion according to St. Mark 
written by English composer Charles Wood. This year 
we have chosen a very similar work by another English 
composer who is the father of two rather better-known 
sons. The musical career and contributions of William 
S. Lloyd Webber (1914-1982) are only recently becoming 
as recognized as those of his sons, cellist Julian and 
musical theater superstar Andrew Lloyd Webber.  
 
William Lloyd Webber’s The Saviour: A Meditation 
upon the Death of Christ is scored for tenor and bass 
soloists, choir and organ. The text was “selected and 
written by” hymn writer Bryn A. Rees (1911-1983), and 
gives the whole Passion narrative set for the most part 
in verse, with three hymns for the congregation to sing. 
Like the Charles Wood Passion, it was written with an 
original organ accompaniment and has the same 
through-composed aspect with a lack of discreet move-

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“William Lloyd Webber was by nature a shy and with-
drawn character. He had an avowed dislike of self-
promotion and, rightly or wrongly, found the ‘cut and 
thrust’ approach apparently necessary for the further-
ance of a composer’s career a complete anathema to 
him. He had no time for the trappings of verbosity. He 
was a man who wasted few words and, in his music, 
equally few notes. ‘Why,’ he would ask his pupils, 
‘write six pages when six bars will do?’ 
 

“The possessor of a remarkable melodic gift which he 
frequently allied with surprisingly ‘purple’ harmonies, 
Lloyd Webber was a composer who knew exactly 
what he wanted to say and how to say it. When 
Aurora was recorded for Philips in 1986 by Lorin 
Maazel and the London Philharmonic Orchestra, it 
was a revelation. Edward Greenfield of the Guardian 
called it ‘skillfully and sumptuously scored ... music 
as sensuous as any you will find from a British 
composer.’ Yet his music has remained virtually 
undiscovered until recently when works that have lain 
unpublished and unperformed for many years have 
gradually come to light. 
 

“Today in an age when the musical world is perhaps 
readier to accept new compositions in many different 
styles, we can listen to William Lloyd Webber’s music 
as if for the first time.” Indeed, Palm Sunday most 
likely will be the first time that any of you have heard 
his choral work The Saviour. 
 

 

This season, the Boston-based quartet begins a pres-
tigious three-year residency at the Lincoln Center 
Chamber Music Society Two. They have been lauded for 
their “energetic firmness and fine nuance” by the New 
York Times and have quickly defined themselves as one 
of the finest, most exuberant quartets in the country.

As many of you know, every year I fly out to Park City, 
Utah, to volunteer at the Sundance Film Festival. I've done 
so since 2002, and it has become practically a second 
home and career, albeit at two week intervals annually. I 
thought I might share some of this year's experiences. 
 

I work at the largest theater there, which seats 1200 people. 
It is home to some of the biggest premieres. Because of 
this, I routinely have to manage large crowds of people who 
are hoping to get in to see a sold-out movie. This year, I 
had upwards of 400 people at a time waiting in a snowy 
parking lot to see films that were due to come out in 
February. Telling so many people that they won't get in to 
see a movie is sometimes a trying experience, but honestly, 
that's how I gained most of my patience and learned to not 
be nervous in front of total strangers. 
 

There were three films I saw that are worth keeping an eye 
out for. One is a Russian film, Mermaid, which is like a 
grittier Amelie, about a Russian girl who moves with her 
family to Moscow from a seaside village. I also saw an 
excellent German film, The Wave, which is about a social 
studies teacher assigned to teach a class about autocracy. 
When his students are bored - "yeah, yeah, we know, the 
Nazis were bad" - he forms them into a fascist unit that 
swiftly grows beyond his control. My favorite film, however, 
is a documentary called I.O.U.S.A, which is about our 
national debt. It is very informative and features our current 
Comptroller General, who last year went on a 26-city tour 
across the nation to raise awareness about the debt. 
 

I sometimes wonder why I make the effort to return every 
year, especially when I find myself standing in the cold, 
dealing with rude or pushy people, and wondering if I will be 
able to see any films myself. Then sometimes I feel a little 
guilty, since I usually stay in a nice ski condo, there is free 
public transportation, and when I do get to see movies, 
they're free. 
 

I don't know if I can say it succinctly, but what prompted me 
to share this experience with my church is the sense of 
being in a small, artistically minded community that is 
rooted in places all around the world. Films from Brazil, 
Mexico, Jordan, Iran, and many other nations arrive at the 
festival with unique viewpoints, not just on the topics of their 
respective nations, but on the human condition itself. 
Beneath the glamour and the hype is a sizable operation 
that brings in and mixes together filmmakers from around 
the world, seeding their ideas and talking about the 
experiences they want to portray in their work. 
 
Many of these films will never again be seen in the US, and 
I make an effort to see them. Yes, it's fun to see the big new 
films with the latest stars, but since those films will be 
available after the festival, I feel like I'm cheating myself out 

of valuable time when I see them. Instead, I see short 
films, documentaries, and foreign films. Sometimes, I run 
into the filmmakers on the bus, on the street, or at a 
party, and can tell them how much I enjoyed their work.  
 

It’s a personal way to experience a global connection, 
and I think that is one of the reasons I continue to work 
out there. Till next year, Julie

APRIL’s SELECTION : The book to be discussed on 
Monday, APRIL 7th (for those who want to get started 
reading it!) will be a gripping memoir by James McBride,  
THE COLOR OF WATER – A Black Man’s Tribute to 
His White Mother.”    
 

McBride was an adult before he discovered the truth 
about his mother: born in Poland, the daughter of a 
failed itinerant Orthodox rabbi raised in rural Virginia, 
she had run away from a very abusive home to 
Harlem. In Harlem she completely metamorphosed 
leaving her past behind like an insect’s cocoon. She 
married two good Christian men (one after the first one 
dies), both of whom were black, and founded an all-
black Baptist church in her living room in Red Hook 
while birthing & raising literally a dozen children. When 
James asked his mother as a child what color God 
was, she said, "God is the color of water." 
 

I fell in love with this story immediately when I first read 
it almost a decade ago. In some ways it mirrored my 
own family, but in many ways it was also so alien. If I 
had to be raised by some other family I would gladly 
choose McBride’s.    
 
In this remarkable memoir McBride describes brilliantly 
how a family with so little (money) could do so much 
(every child went to college and in most cases 
graduate school, producing doctors, chemists and 
teachers). He mixes his mother’s story (in her own 
words) with a powerful portrait of his own. This book is 
a meditation on race and identity, and a poignant, 
beautifully crafted hymn from a son to his mother.
