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This recent survey only supports what Paul 
encouraged those Corinthian Christians to do 
2000 years ago: choose to be generous and 
joy will result.  Notice that there is no talk of 
duty or guilt or burden.  Instead we are 
encouraged to take a thoughtful approach to 
how much we will give away: “…give as you 
have made up your mind, not reluctantly or 
under compulsion…”    Any stewardship 
campaign that depends on “duty” or 
“compulsion” is doomed to fail even if the 
budget is raised.  It fails because it excludes 
the best reason of all to give: JOY. 
 
On July 1 we will begin our new fiscal year, 
and the church once again needs your 
generous support.  Here’s the bottom line: in 
order to meet the projected budget, we will 
need more from our members and friends this 
year than in the previous fiscal year.  But 
please don’t read this as a guilt trip!  That’s 
just not God’s way.  Instead, think of your 
generous support of Broadway Church as a  
purposeful, thoughtful step toward increasing 
your JOY.  
 

… well, at least according to Saint Paul!   
Here is the way he put it in his second letter 
to the church gathered in Corinth: “Each of 
you must give as you have made up your 
mind, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for 
God loves a cheerful giver.” 
 
I heard a lot of sermons from this passage as 
a kid.  In tv  bhe church of my childhood, we 
were taught to tithe a strict 10% to God.  I 
never questioned this practice growing up, 
although it wasn’t always easy for me.  
Sometimes I had a hard time squeezing the 
dime out of every dollar I earned mowing the 
lawn or cleaning the garage.  I did my duty, 
but there wasn’t a lot of joy in it.  I suspect 
that most of us have never grown out of the 
‘duty’ phase of giving, never dreaming that 
there could actually be joy in giving our 
money away. 
 
But Paul’s letter to the Corinthians speaks not 
of the duty to give but of the choice to give, 
and implies that this choice is exactly where 
the cheerfulness comes from.  Recently, 
Anne Croly emailed me an article entitled: 
“Yes, Money Can Buy Happiness” by John 
Tierney of the New York Times.  It was a 
fascinating read about how spending money 
directly affects how we feel.  600 Americans 
were surveyed about their spending, with the 
same result being reported over and over 
again: those who gave to others were 
happier than those who spent the money on 
themselves.  When people choose to be 
generous, the result is a cheerfulness that the 
selfish spending can never buy.

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We are saddened to report that member Donald Stumpf 
died early on June 5. Donald's sister, Kathleen (Kathy) 
Jongsma, wrote, "Death came quickly and mercifully. 
His system shut down rapidly, as septic shock and 
massive blood infections took over, shutting down one 
system after another. He was sedated and probably 
experienced no pain." 
 
In her most recent email, Kathy also said, “Thank you 
for your kind words and your prayers. I know I am 
prejudiced, but I think [Don] was an inspiration for 
many, and I hope people remember him with fondness. 
A cranky curmudgeon at times, he had a heart of gold, 
as evidenced by his caring for others and by his 
creating the Stumpf Fund for Pastors of Belize and 
Honduras within the Commission on Planned Giving of 
the Pension Board of the UCC." Don had once been the 
Executive Secretary for Ministerial Assistance, 
administering the UCC Pension Board’s "Christmas 
Fund." 
 
Member Dick Adams remembers, “Those of us who 
knew and appreciated Don's grit in pursuing social 
justice causes, also loved him for his genuineness, 
although he could be a bit cranky at times. The way 
Don managed to get around in his wheelchair in the 
snow and slush of the City, and his world travels, even 
to Egypt to ride atop a camel, put some of us in awe.”
