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time. At first I didn’t know what to do with 
myself. I felt like I should be busier. But then I 
remembered that September will be here 
before I know it, and once again we’ll be off to 
the races. Maybe it’s best, I thought, if the 
office staff does what Jesus recommended 
and “rest a while” before we plunge into the 
exciting year before us. 
 
I hope you will do the same. I hope you will 
picnic in the park, walk along the Hudson, 
see an afternoon movie, watch the sun set.  
And then meander over to the church for 
worship. That might seem counter-intuitive to 
some because when you’re at church, you’re 
busy!  But what if you could come to worship, 
see your friends, sing familiar hymns, enter 
into silence, and hear really good news – no 
business, no busyness – just worship and 
peace. Guess what? You can. 
 
So this summer as you give your body and mind 
a rest, give your spirit one as well.  Come to 
church, settle into a pew… and ‘rest a while.’   
 
 

The idea of a Sabbath rest is deeply 
engrained in our faith. In the Genesis account 
of creation, God rested on the seventh day, 
giving us overly busy, frantic New Yorkers 
permission to kick off our shoes, take a deep 
breath, and relax. We should take that 
seriously. 
 
The summer between my freshman and 
sophomore year in college, I went to work at 
a church retreat center in Cedar Lake, 
Indiana. It was 35 miles from Chicago and 
was rumored to have been the summer home 
of Al Capone. But it had seen better days.  
The lake was muddy and the retreat center’s 
turn-of-the-century buildings were a little 
decrepit. But somehow it still had its charms, 
engendering nostalgia for a time none of us 
had even known. There was a great 
tabernacle right on the water and a rustic 
hotel called ‘The Hotel Rest-a-While.’ This 
odd name was taken directly from the King 
James Version of the Gospel of Mark: “And 
he (Jesus) said unto them, Come ye 
yourselves apart into a desert place, and rest 
a while…” Jesus had very important work to 
do but all of it could wait until he and his 
followers had rested.   
 
Just recently I told Emily, our office admin-
istrator, that I could literally feel the place 
decompress. The frantic schedule we keep 
most of the time was suddenly lighter.  There 
were no more evening meetings to attend.

When I was teaching in St. Louis Public Schools, I was 
dismayed to find that my students had never had a school 
play; had not studied drama; had never had after-school 
activities. Being in plays, a production every year through 
junior high and high school, had been a highlight of my 
childhood. Also, I had studied Shakespeare at Oxford, 
attending plays at Stratford-upon-Avon and at the London 
National Theatre—I perceived that if I were teaching in a 
fancy suburban school, they would require me to teach 
Shakespeare; therefore, social justice told me that it should 
be required of me in the inner city. 
 

Even though my students struggled with reading and 
writing, I believed that Shakespeare is accessible to 
everyone, and that everyone brings his or her own story to 
dramas. We began Romeo and Juliet with handmade 
copies, a “contemporary English” translation, and a copy of 
the Oxford English Dictionary. My kids read slowly, with 
their fingers, and we worked on meaning. The story, of 
course, appealed to them: the love, the fight scenes, the 
gang violence and loyalties, the parents who refuse to 
understand, the value of vows… And their memories were 
amazing. After a few weeks, we began to practice scenes 
without our scripts in hand. Throughout the schoolday, if 
kids were free, they could come to my room to practice their 
lines. I gave out my cell phone number—each night, I’d “run 
lines” with different students, kids with chaos in the 
backgrounds of their lives diligently calling me and going 
over monologues and scenes with diligence and dedication. 
They amazed me.  
 

For the first dress rehearsal, DeAnthony’s father appeared. 
My mentor, an older black man who had taught in this 
school for years, told me that he had never seen 
DeAnthony’s father before—he had never before come to 
the school. He was a quiet man; I introduced him to the 
students as an honored guest and gave him a front row 
seat. He watched rapt as his son made Romeo real. 
Afterwards, he told me quietly that he had seen “this 
Shakespeare” in the movies, but had always fallen asleep. 
But not this time. DeAnthony beamed. I have a photo of the 

two of them, a young man and his father, in front of the 
backdrop I painted, in a broken-down classroom. On 
opening night, DeAnthony and the other children blew the 
audience away—the classroom walls fell away, and all we 
saw was this story, gilded by telling and re-telling by 
audiences royal and profane. Shakespeare honors people, 
and it honored my students and their families. When the 
kids and DeAnthony came out for the curtain call, the 
audience stood on their chairs to give their ovation. 
 

In my theological studies, I’m taken again and again by the 
truth that we take the stories that most fundamentally 
resonate with us, and make them our own. When we feel 
the truth of an ancient story, we retell it, and re-enact it, 
and it lives in us. The Passion of Lent and Easter becomes 
real when we recognize ourselves in the crowd calling for 
Barrabas, and we shamefully admit our failure when we re-
read Peter’s betrayal. In good liturgy, as in good story-
telling, we connect most fully when we embody the story. It 
seems natural to me that drama should serve this purpose 
for children. 
 

This August, this congregation has blessed me with the 
unique opportunity to offer a summer drama camp for 
neighborhood children. Within the walls of the Undercroft, 
we will examine Bible stories and place ourselves within 
them—we will live in the stories of faith. The children will 
have the opportunity to examine the narratives that are 
classic because generations of faithful have made them so, 
and create their own drama to explain and illuminate their 
own faith experiences. “Play Out Loud” is a simple endeavor—I 
will be there to facilitate story-telling and story-making. I have 
faith and no doubt that the children will create narratives and 
faith-stories that are lasting testaments of their own young 
journeys, and of the ministry of this place. 
 

I welcome this congregation to come to me if they would 
like to volunteer, and I welcome everyone to come to the 
performance to witness the work of these children. We are 
in need of “dress up” clothes from which to fashion various 
costumes, some simple construction work, and a few 
volunteers to help with snacks and supervision.  
 

And keep us in your thoughts and prayers during that 
week, as we embark on a small journey of what it means to 
embody the Christian story!

     THE GOD OF SMALL THINGS    by Arundhati Roy (1996) 
 

This is a semi-autobiographical and politically charged novel that 
focuses on how the small things in life build up, translate into 
people's behavior, and affect their lives. The God of Small Things 
is Roy's first book and her only novel �  it can best be described 
as poetic prose.  
 

For me it was a slow and intensive read, and at times I struggled with 
Roy's language, but I found it more than worthy of the fight. In this 
lushly tragic tale she weaves a story of one very fractured family 
from the southernmost tip of India.  
 

Rahel and Estha are fraternal twins whose emotional connection 
to one another is stronger than that of most siblings. Estha and 
Rahel thought of themselves together as Me, and separately 
(individually) as We or Us �  as though they were a rare breed of 
Siamese twins, physically separate, but with joint identities. 
 

This tragedy (like most) is about forbidden love and death. The 
visit of a London relative, the beautiful Sophie Mol, forever alters 
the course of all the family members’ lives. The tragedies send 
each individual off on spinning trajectories of regret and pain. The 
story reveals itself not in a linear order but in jumps through time 
via Rahel’s memories. Rahel's recalls her family’s history and 
attempts at understanding the hand that Fate dealt them.

We can write a check to feed starving children or 
hold signs in the streets and feel like we've made a 
difference without ever encountering the faces of the 
suffering masses. In this book, Shane Claiborne 
describes an authentic faith rooted in belief, action, 
and love, inviting us into a movement of the Spirit 
that begins inside each of us and extends into a 
broken world. Shane's faith led him to dress the 
wounds of lepers with Mother Teresa…and visit 
families in Iraq amidst bombings. He lives out this 
revolution each day in his local neighborhood, an 
impoverished community in North Philadelphia, by 
living among the homeless, helping local kids with 
homework, and "practicing resurrection" in the 
forgotten places of our world. Shane's message will 
comfort the disturbed, and disturb the comfortable 
...but will also invite us into an irresistible revolution. 
His is a vision for ordinary radicals ready to change 
the world with little acts of love.
