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through a diversified approach to ministry. 
And that is not familiar to us. Do these 
changes mean that we will be less friendly or 
lose our sense of community? Absolutely not. 
But the dynamics of the congregation will  
change. And we will need to say goodbye to 
some ‘ways of being’ that, after all these 
years, may seem like old friends.  
 
As I dropped our friends at the airport, I had to 
swallow hard and look brave. It was hard to 
say goodbye. But I also knew that their 
departure meant that I could move past the 
comfortable familiarity of the past week into 
the excitement of a new day. I could turn my 
attentions more fully to others. Isaiah the 
prophet posed this question from God: 
“Behold, I am doing a new thing! Now it 
springs up; do you not perceive it?” My prayer 
for Broadway is that we will perceive this new 
thing that God is doing – in the new faces and 
stories of those who join us; in the new ideas 
that will challenge and change us; and in the 
new congregation that we are already 
becoming.  
 

I have always hated to say goodbye. 
 
Recently we had Brazilian friends come and 
stay with us. It was an unusual visit in that we 
had just stayed in their home three weeks 
before. Did familiarity breed contempt, as the 
old axiom goes? Luckily for all involved, it did 
not. We had a wonderful visit. On the day of 
their departure, I drove them to Newark 
Airport, knowing that I would not see them 
again for some time. I had a lump in my 
throat as I said goodbye. And I didn’t like it.  
 
Most of us don’t like goodbyes, even when 
we know they are necessary…and even 
when we know that saying goodbye to one 
thing will make room for something new. We 
get tears in our eyes and lumps in our 
throats, but it’s not all about love and 
sentimentality. Sometimes that tear and lump 
are about fear. The old ways are comfortable. 
They are a known commodity. Yes, saying 
goodbye is sad, but it can also be 
threatening. 
 
For at least the past year, we have been 
talking about change at Broadway. It’s a 
good discussion and we will continue it in a 
more formal way at the Church Retreat to 
be held on  Saturday, October 25, from 10 
to 4 at the Hou se of the Redeemer in 
Manhattan . In light of our growth as a 
congregation, our discussion will center on 
what it means to move from being a ‘family 
church’ to being a ‘program church.’ Family 
churches are small enough that everyone 
gets lots of attention. Program churches seek 
to meet the needs of a larger group of people 
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The Neighbors in Need  offering, which we will receive on 
World Communion Sunday , October 5,  supports the 
UCC's ministries of justice and compassion throughout the 
United States.  
 
Two-thirds of the offering is used by the UCC's Justice and 
Witness Ministries (JWM) to fund a wide array of local and 
national justice initiatives, advocacy efforts, and direct 
service projects. Through UCCTakeAction.org, JWM offers 
resources, news updates, and action alerts on a broad 
spectrum of justice issues. Working with members of the 
UCC Justice and Peace Action Network (a network of 
thousands of UCC justice and peace advocates), JWM 
offers strong policy advocacy work on issues such as the 
federal budget, voting rights, immigration, health care, hate 
crimes, civil liberties, and environmental justice. 
 
The other third of the Neighbors in Need offering supports 
the UCC's Council for American Indian Ministries (CAlM). 
Historically, forebears of the UCC established churches 
and worked with Lakota, Dakota, Mandan, and other 
groups in the Dakotas, Wisconsin, and northern Nebraska 
regions. Today there are 20 UCC congregations on 
reservations and one urban, multi-tribal UCC congregation 
in Minneapolis, Minnesota. These churches and their 
pastors are supported by CAlM. CAlM is also an invaluable 
resource for more than 1,000 individuals from dozens of 
other tribes and nations who are members of other UCC 
congregations in the U.S.  
 
Neighbors in Need helps make another world possible, but 
it needs our support to do so.

At its organizing meeting on June 23, 2008, the Board 
of Stewards elected Julie McCoy Treasurer and Pat 
Crawford Vice President.  We decided to hold a 
congregational retreat on October 25 to discuss, 
among other things, goals and future directions.

The Board reviewed the plan, agreed upon by both 
Advent and BUCC, to hire a security greeter on a three-
month trial basis.

Every other year we organize a church retreat for members 
and friends of Broadway UCC that meets here in the city – 
one that is outside our regular working and worship space. 
This year we will gather at the exquisite House of the 
Redeemer – “a space dedicated to providing peace and 
serenity for those who seek ‘a place apart’" -- the 
designation given to it by its donor and former owner, Edith 
Fabbri. As their website* states, “the House offers unique 
spaces to all faiths for prayer, meditation and spiritual 
renewal.”  
 
Completed in 1916, the building was initially the residence 
of Edith Shepard Fabbri, a great granddaughter of 
Commodore Cornelius Vanderbilt. The interior decoration of 
the home was coordinated by her brother-in-law, Egisto 
Fabbri, so as to incorporate Edith’s collection of Italian 
Renaissance and Baroque furnishings and architectural 
fragments. If you are interested in historical homes, take 
special note of the chapel on the second floor and the 
outstanding library, a treasure built in the 1400’s for the 
Ducal palace in Urbino, Italy.*  
 
In 1949, inspired by a sermon preached by the Right 
Reverend Austin Pardue on the necessity of silence and 
prayer in the spiritual life, Edith Fabbri deeded her home to 
a Board of Trustees under the auspices of the Episcopal 
Church to be used as a religious retreat house under the 
name "House of the Redeemer." A new corporation by that 
name was formed to receive the gift of her house and 
administer it as “a place apart." Designated as a New York 
City Landmark in 1974, House of the Redeemer is 
considered by many architectural historians to be one of the 
most distinguished examples of early 20th century 
residential architecture in New York City.

She received a Doctorate 
in Ministry from Andover Newton Theological School in 
Andover, MA, a Certificate in Pastoral Psychotherapy 
from Blanton-Peale Graduate Institute in New York, and a 
Master of Divinity from Union Theological Seminary in 
New York.  The Lutheran minister, the Rev. Dr. Thomas 
Taylor, is also equally qualified, as are all their counselors 
at the various sites throughout the city, including Queens.

Fund administered by our Mission Committee. WSCAH’s 
supermarket-style food pantry alleviates hunger, creates a 
culture that promotes self-reliance, and works for change. 
 

There is definitely a Food Crisis – and it was well underway 
BEFORE the recent downturn in the financial world:   

--  Food prices are up and dollars buy less 
--  Food donations are down 
--  Hunger is increasing  
-- This past summer, New York State slashed 
funding for emergency soup kitchens and food 
pantries by 11%   
-- New York City has only funded emergency food 
at the same level as last year   
-- Federal funding has almost disappeared! 

  

Every day the food pantry waiting room at WSCAH is over-
crowded. Social service counselors work with the food 
pantry customers to find solutions: in August, WSCAH took 
on 385 new households, a 32% increase compared to a 
year ago, and many former customers must now return 
after being laid off from work. Just during August, WSCAH 
provided food for 3,655 meals a day! 
 

However, food alone often is not enough — many 
customers have other equally pressing needs and WSCAH, 
located at the Church of St. Paul and St. Andrew (at West 
End Avenue and 86th Street),  connects them to a whole 
array of support services, including exercise, nutrition, and  
language classes.  Cooking classes are also offered with 
an eye toward helping individuals find employment as a 
chef or cook. 
 

We all can help as the current economic crisis spreads to 
affect more and more individuals and families: we can 
volunteer our hands and hearts, and we can also make 
much needed financial donations, either online (at 
www.wscah.org/donate.html)  or  by mailing a check to:
