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Recently | was in O’Hare Airport in Chicago,
waiting for a return flight to New York.
O’Hare, perhaps more than some other
places, takes the Department of Homeland
Security’s color coded warnings very seriously.
About every ten minutes a grave sounding
voice announces: “The Department of
Homeland Security has determined that the
threat level today is... ORANGE!” At first, this
was all rather alarming. But when | realized
that this was happening every ten minutes
and no one seemed to be paying any
attention, | rolled my eyes up in my head and
chuckled to myself. My mild amusement
eventually turned to anger and a feeling of
being suffocated (and controlled) by this
constant reminder of bad news. There
seemed to be no escape.

What a fitting metaphor for life in this first bit
of the 21* century. 24-hour cable news keeps
us constantly connected to the worst human
behavior imaginable. We entertain ourselves
with television programs about crime and
violence, with their not-so-subtle message
that cruelty, unfairness and danger lurk
around every corner. The stock market
threatens our sense of security about the
future. And election politics play on our fears
and vulnerabilities. The public address
system of our lives has no “off” button. It's
like being locked in O’Hare Airport with no
way of escape. And it's thoroughly
exhausting.

So, there | was, feeling trapped and
smothered at O’'Hare, when | remembered
my iPod! | raced through my collection until |
found Welsh bass-baritone Bryn Terfel's
“Simple Gifts.” Suddenly, instead of the
clamor of orange-coded danger, my ears
were filled with the lush orchestration and
comforting words of “Deep River.” And it is
not an exaggeration to say that | was
transported to another place, free — if only for
a few moments - from the cares and
concerns that so easily weigh me down.
Suddenly | could breathe again.

We all need that. And Broadway Church is a
place where we can get that. Every week we
gather in order to “breathe again”; to
remember who we are and to whom we
belong. But we rarely all gather at the same
time. The result at Broadway is that we have a
“rolling attendance.” It's true that we have
more people in church this fall than we had
last fall, but the weekly combination of folks is
always different. It makes me wonder what it
would feel like for us if we gathered every
Sunday with the same numbers and energy
that we have on Gathering Sunday. Can you
imagine such a wonderful thing?

| know we can't have Gathering Sunday
energy every week. We are all very busy
folks. But | am convinced that we could
“gather” en masse more than once a year.
So | propose the following for Sunday,
November 23, 2008: Broadway Church’s
first “I'll Be There Sunday .” Think of it as
Gathering Sunday, Act 2.

November 23 just happens to be “Thanks-
giving Sunday” and “New Member Sunday.”
It's already going to be a celebration! So let's
kick it up a couple of notches. Make it a
priority to be “Be There” that day. Invite
someone to church you haven't seen in a
while. Invite someone new to join us! Let's all
gather to give thanks to God for the wonderful
blessings of life. Let’'s all sing and laugh and
hope and breathe... together.

When | moved to New York

and began searching for a
church to call home, it was
clear to me as soon as |
visited that something special
was happening at Broadway UCC. | felt that | had found a
church that was really about the Good News in all its
dimensions — a church that asserts that the Good News matters
by rising for the Gospel reading, by participating in the AIDS
walk, and by sharing supper every Sunday. A church that is
really living out the idea that God is still speaking!
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For lots of folks in the UCC, the word “evangelism” makes
us uncomfortable...but I've learned in seminary that
“evangel” just means “good news.” And that reminds me of
what | feel at Broadway UCC: we are serious about the
good news, it's exciting, and people want to be part of it.
That's why our church is growing! To evangelize doesn't
mean recruiting, it means telling the good news — news
that is exciting and refreshing, news about what God did
through Jesus and what God is doing in the world today.

It is exciting to see all the ways that God is speaking in this
church, all the ways that we are in touch with the Good
News, from Sunday worship to our many new small
groups to our support for each other’s social justice work.
In the next year, | will be helping to develop some new
ways for us to experience the still-speaking God through
worship. | am excited to see what is in store for this
congregation in this year and years to come as we
continue to be a church of Good News.

The Tiffany Project is proceeding though you don't see any
evidence of it. The first thing that had to be done was to repair
the roof and make it leak proof. We didn’'t want to restore the
windows only to have leaks continue. We hired a roofing
consultant recommended by the Landmarks Conservancy, who
determined the work that needed to be done, solicited bids,
and monitored the work. We’re happy to report there have
been no problems since, despite some heavy rains and winds
in late summer.

The Tiffany Campaign, which took place last year under the
guidance of Advent's Hans Kriefall and the joint committee,
raised over $350,000. That amount will go a long way to
restoring the side windows, which are the most damaged and
fragile. The big windows are in better condition. The next phase
was to hire a consultant, Julie Sloan (www.jlsloan.com), to do a
conditions report on the windows. Her assessment will give us an
up-to-date starting point and time line. We are applying for a
Landmarks Conservancy grant to cover her fees. We've
determined that this grant will not make the church vulnerable to
being designated a New York City landmark (which would bring
unwanted restrictions on any future building projects).

Once the conditions report is done, Ms. Sloan will draw up bid
documents and solicit bids. She will review the bids and help
us determine the winning bidder. Going forward, she will
oversee the work to make sure it adheres to her standards. We
will work with Ms. Sloan to set a time line and use the funds in the
most efficient way. She will also help with identifying outside
funding sources and fund raising efforts to complete all the
restoration work.

If you are able to increase your commitment to the project or if you
wish to make a first-time pledge, you may pick up a pledge card on
the back table or send a check made out to BUCC, with the note,
“Tiffany Project.” Look for regular reports on the project.

As | participated in and led mission (work) trips, |
came to see not only the benefit of the work we were
doing, but also the value of the intention behind our work
and of setting aside time for God.

In the two or three most recent Mission Committee
meetings a suggestion about considering changing the
committee’s name has been made.

“When you hear the word mission, what do you think of?” |
will put some of the thoughts we received in an upcoming
newsletter, and | want to prod our thinking on the question
a little longer. Often there is a clear association made with
the word missionary and the idea of “mission work” to the
word “mission.” This connection carries good and bad
connotations for different people. My hope is that we might
increase the conversation about “mission,” open the doors
wide to different interpretations and keep the conversation active
and leading towards action.

During the retreat on Oct. 25" we talked about how our
church is growing and what that might mean for the
congregation. As we continue to have gatherings like the
retreat, respond to inserts in the bulletin, and look ahead
for follow-up events and discussions, we need to keep the
role of mission in the forefront of our minds and our
prayers.

PORTOBELLO by Paulo Coelho. (For description, see flyer
on back table.)

The Screwtape Letters by C.S. Lewis is a work of Christian
satire first published in 1942. The story takes the form of a
series of letters from a senior demon, Screwtape, to his
nephew, a junior tempter named Wormwood, so as to advise
him on methods of securing the damnation of an earthly man,
known only as "the Patient."

Screwtape (along with his trusted scribe Toadpipe) holds an
administrative post in the bureaucracy ("Lowerarchy") of Hell,
and acts more as a mentor than a supervisor to Wormwood,
the inexperienced tempter; almost every letter ends with the
signature, "Your affectionate uncle, Screwtape.” In the body
of the thirty-one letters which make up the book, Screwtape
gives Wormwood detailed advice on various methods of
undermining faith and promoting sin in his Patient,
interspersed with observations on human nature and
Christian doctrine.

In The Screwtape Letters, C.S. Lewis provides a series of
lessons in the importance of taking a deliberate role in living
out Christian faith by portraying a typical human life, with all its
temptations and failings, as seen from the demon/devil's
viewpoint:  however, neither demon is capable of
comprehending or acknowledging true human virtue when he

sees it. Wormwood and Screwtape live in a world not
unlike our own, where individual benefit and greed are
seen as the greatest good.

A preface in some older publishings of the book included
a short dialog on the subject of whether Lewis believed
demons to be fact or fiction, revealing Lewis's belief that
despite the fictional storyline of the book, he believed
Satan and demons actually do exist — and for a decidedly
evil purpose. He also cautioned that, by portraying
demons innocuously in art, one risks obfuscating their
true nature.

The first time | read this book | was a teenager and even
with that minimal life experience | was able to thoroughly
enjoy this book. Join us on Mon., Dec. 1% to discuss it!
