This year Christmas Eve falls on a Wednesday, and our
annual service of Lessons & Carols will be offered on
December 24 at 5:30 p.m. So mark your calendars, invite
your friends, and bring your extended families!

The original Festival of Nine Lessons and Carols was
drawn up in England by E.W. Benson, later Archbishop of
Canterbury, for use in the wooden shed which then served
as his cathedral in Truro, on Christmas Eve in 1880. A.C.
Benson recalled: “My father arranged from ancient
sources a little service for Christmas Eve—nine carols and
nine tiny lessons, which were read by various officers of
the church, beginning with a chorister, and ending with the
Bishop.”

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The incomparable chapel choir of men and boys of King’s
College has brought world renown to the continuation of
this service since it was first held there on Christmas Eve
in 1918, in Cambridge, England. This more modern form
was planned by Eric Milner-White, who at the age of thirty-
four had just been appointed Chapel Dean of King's
College after experience as an army chaplain had
convinced him that the Church of England needed more
imaginative worship. A revision of the order of service,
made in 1919, involved rearrangement of the lessons, and
from that date onward the service has always begun with
the hymn “Once in Royal David’'s City.” In subsequent
years some carols were changed and some new ones
introduced by successive organists, but the backbone of
the service, the Bible lessons and the prayers, has
remained virtually unchanged.

Almost immediately other churches adapted the service for
their own use. A wider fame began to grow when the
service was first broadcast in 1928 and, with the exception
of 1930, it has been broadcast annually, even during World
War Il, when the ancient glass (and also all heat) had been
removed from the Chapel and the name of King's College
could not be broadcast for security reasons. Sometime in
the early 1930s the BBC began broadcasting the service
on overseas programs. It is estimated that there are now
millions of listeners worldwide for whom it wouldn't be
Christmas without Lessons and Carols.

In these and other ways the service has become public
property, and so it is with great anticipation and delight that

Advent is the first season of the church year. It's the
beginning and it's a time of waiting, a time of repentance,
and a time of anticipation. As | await the Christmas
celebration and even anticipate the days of Advent, |
cannot help but consider the life of Jesus and what the
life he lived means for us now. As the staff person
working with the mission program of this church | spend a
lot of time considering what the mission of the church has
been, what it is now, and what it could be in the future,
even the near future. But | cannot consider the life and
mission of Broadway Church for long without coming
back to my own understanding or lack of understanding
of how | am called to live out my own individual Christian
faith, what Jesus’ life means for me and for you as
individuals as well as a community. | have found no quick
or easy answers; let alone, answers at all. | have found, that
it always includes wrestling with the words and story of
Advent and Christmas.

Outside the church walls, Christmas has already come
again this year. In advertising and department stores
black and orange are replaced with red and green. By
this point it's just business as usual. No one is surprised
anymore that Christmas begins the day after Halloween
and that Thanksgiving just gets thrown into the midst of
the commercial Christmas madness. There’s so much to
get lost in, that it's easier just to stay out of it. Even as we
look to the church to find respite and seek the heart of
Christmas for our Christian faith, we find more words that
attempt to sell us something we are just as unlikely to
swallow as the Macy's ads.

Our Advent readings bring us words from the prophet
Isaiah saying that the lion and the lamb shall lie down
with one another, the captive shall go free, the poor shall
have good news preached to them, fir trees shall grow
instead of thorn trees, and peace on earth. We hear that
with Jesus’ birth the world is turn upside down and out of

hear that with the birth Jesus, God has, “scattered the

It seems that on one hand the promises are too good to be
true. Or too idealistic or utopian to be real possibilities.
There seems to be nothing in reality that would give proof
that these things have happened, let alone ever could. And
on the other hand, equally absurd in our culture, but more
biting, is the downfall of the rich and the powerful and the
proud. When | look at my life and the life of our church,
Broadway Church, | have a hard time considering myself
to be poor, lowly, or hungry. | believe that the mission of
our church and the mission of our individual lives must come
out of our own personal struggle through passages such as
this, whether lowly or enthroned, rich or poor, filled or hungry.

I do not pretend to make heads or tails out of these words
of Mary and the many other words and stories we’ll hear
throughout this season of Advent and into Christmas. |
know that it is in the tension that they create inside me
when | give them the full weight they are due that | feel |
come closer to the truth. We must each work out for
ourselves where we lie. We will hear words of and calls to
repentance, words of joy and anticipation, words of
exultation and condemnation; we will hear words of hope.
All of these words are meant to call us out of where we are
at right now. They're meant to make us reconsider what it
means to be alive, to be a human being; what it means to
claim the Christian faith.

Sing the songs, pray the prayers, listen to the stories,
observe the silences, dwell in the darkness; wait for your
God. Do all of these things so that when the time comes,
your life and mine, and the life of our community, its
mission and its worship may become

closer to where God is calling us.

by C.S. Lewis

This novel is a work of Christian
satire first published in 1942. The
story takes the form of a series of
letters from a senior demon,
Screwtape, to his nephew, a junior
tempter named Wormwood, so as
to advise him on methods of secur-
ing the damnation of an earthly man,
known only as "the Patient."

In The Screwtape Letters, Lewis provides a series of
lessons on the importance of taking a deliberate role in
living out Christian faith by portraying a typical human
life, with all its temptations and failings, as seen from the
demon/devil's viewpoint: however, neither demon is
capable of comprehending or acknowledging true human
virtue when he sees it. Wormwood and Screwtape live in a
world not unlike our own, where individual benefit and greed
are seen as the greatest good.
