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the People? Didn’t Jesus touch and heal folks 
like us? 
 

The Book of Worship of the United Church of 
Christ says this about Services of Healing:  
 

 “Services of healing have a biblical heritage 
appropriate for the full life of the church. 
Anointing and the laying on of hands are 
closely related to the covenant of faithful 
love between God and Israel and 
between God and the church.  …Guilt, 
anxiety, fear, broken relationships, and 
the loneliness of alienation all contribute 
to human sickness. Healing, in the 
Christian sense, is the reintegration of 
body, mind, emotions, and spirit that 
permits people, in community, to live life 
fully.  …In this service, four themes are 
intertwined: God’s word, growth in faith, 
forgiveness of sin, human touch.” 

 

The Worship Committee is in the process of 
finalizing the details of what this liturgy will look 
like. Rest assured that those desiring prayer 
for themselves or for others will have their 
privacy respected. Rest assured that the entire 
service will be done in a way that honors who 
we are as a congregation. And rest assured 
that it will be the Holy Spirit at work among us, 
fixing what is broken; making us whole. 

I recently heard a famous writer being inter-
viewed. He is an older man now, having 
enjoyed much success some decades ago. 
The interviewer asked him not only about his 
past successes but about the quick passage 
of time. The writer looked at the camera and 
quipped: “Yeah, about every ten minutes, it’s 
breakfast!” I looked at the TV and responded 
“Amen brother.” 
 

Wasn’t Jesus just born? Wasn’t the church 
just filled with Christmas Eve worshippers? 
Haven’t we been following the Star for just a 
few weeks now? How could it be that Lent is 
so soon upon us? 
 

I don’t know why I am surprised. It’s like this 
every year and every year I am surprised. 
Every year I feel like I have just caught my 
breath from the mad Christmas rush when all of 
a sudden we have moved from the Cradle to the 
Cross. I sigh and think, “About every ten 
minutes, it’s Lent.” Or at least it seems that way. 
 

Maybe it seems that ways because Advent 
and Lent can feel  very much the same. Both 
seasons are set aside as times to repent. Both 
are defined by shadows and darkness, longing 
and waiting. In Lent and in Advent, we remember 
that we are not all we could or should be. 
Parts of us are broken. We need to be healed. 
 

On the first Sunday of Lent, March 1 , 
Broadway Church will incorporate a Liturgy of 
Healing into its regular First Sunday Communion 
Service. Does that strike you as odd? TV 
Evangelists have not done a lot to enhance 
the biblical idea of healing, but that doesn’t 
mean that we should “throw the baby out with 
the bathwater.” Don’t we preach and believe in 
a God who longs for the wholeness of the 
entire creation? Don’t we ask God to heal 
those we love every week in the Prayers of 
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The liturgical season of Lent begins with Ash Wednesday 
which, this year, falls on February 25 . As usual, we have 
planned to collaborate with Advent Church for both the 
noon and evening liturgies on that day.  At the evening 
service our two choirs will combine to assist the 
congregation in the singing of Gregorio Allegri’s famous 
setting of Psalm 51.  Allegri, who lived from 1582 to 1652,

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was a singer in the Papal Chapel from 1629 until his 
death.  Despite numerous other worthy compositions, 
he is known almost exclusively for his setting of Psalm 
51, which begins Miserere mei, Deus (“Have mercy on 
me, O God, according to your steadfast love.”)  Those 
familiar with this choral work remember it for its 
haunting high C, sung by one voice in a small choir, 
the sweeping harmony of the larger choir, separated 
by simple plain chant, and also the myths surrounding its 
performance by the Sistine Chapel Choir.  But Allegri’s 
original is far removed from this received version. 
 
History beguiles us with tales of secret ornamentation, 
never written down, but simply passed from performer 
to performer in the Papal Chapel.  It was de rigeur for 
those on the Grand Tour in the 18th century to hear 
this work in the Sistine Chapel during Holy Week.  
Many have expounded on the piece’s beauty and 
uniqueness, and legend tells that unauthorized 
copying of the work was an excommunicable offense.  
According to a popular story (backed up by family 
letters), the fourteen-year-old Mozart was visiting 
Rome, when he first heard the piece during the 
Wednesday service.  Later that day, he wrote it down 
entirely from memory, returning to the Chapel that 
Friday to make minor corrections.  Some time during 
his travels, he met the British historian Dr. Charles 
Burney, who obtained the piece from him and took it to 
London, where it was published in 1771.  Once it was 
published, the ban was lifted, and Allegri’s Miserere 
has since been one of the most popular a cappella 
choral works now performed.  The work was also 
transcribed by Felix Mendelssohn in 1831 and Franz 
Liszt, and various other 18th- and 19th-century 
sources survive. 
 
Although evidence of the work's inauthenticity 
continues to mount, very few people have heard the 
work performed differently, and even fewer will be so 
bold as to suggest exactly what a replacement should 
be.  That having been said, many people will prefer 
the ornamented “high C” version, and not care 
whether it is authentic or not.  The extraordinary 
popularity, if not the intrinsic beauty, of this setting has 
been reaffirmed by its use in numerous television and 
film soundtracks.  In addition to this choral 
masterpiece, we will sing a setting of Psalm 139 
accompanied by cellist Julia Bruskin.  Come 
experience these works on Ash Wednesday evening 
and even join in singing them for yourself!

church, but for the communities and organizations that we 
serve. But putting together a new camping program within 
the life of our congregation would require that we put our 
life and our energy to work. Some might say that a camp 
is not their dream, but it’s mine. This is most certainly 
true, it is my dream, at least for the moment. Our church 
needs a dream. But it can’t be just any dream; it needs to 
be a dream that we have the resources to make practical 
and only requires the desire to make probable. 
 
The life of any church requires that there are opportunities 
for fellowship, friendships, spiritual growth, hard work, 
common interest, and worship, in order to flourish and be 
alive. However, the churches that truly thrive (not just big 
numbers) are churches that ask something of their members 
and require participation, not only attendance.  
 
This dream doesn’t have to be making Camp Jefferson 
usable again, and there can be other activities and 
projects that ask something more than attendance of our 
members, but the dream does need to be something. For 
me, I’ve found this camp. As a member of the church 
staff, I believe that the camp is more than just about me. I 
believe it is an opportunity for us to take care of ourselves 
and to flourish in a way that Broadway hasn’t seen in 
more than fifty years. A camp is an opportunity to take 
better care of the organizations that we support than we 
do now. For example, instead of only giving a check, we 
could provide a safe place for retreat and learning and 
fellowship for the youth of Trinity Place Shelter, away 
from the craziness of city life. We can strengthen our 
relationship with Advent Lutheran Church and we can 
form new relationships and provide a unique service that 
serves even those others who serve. 
 
I believe that this camp - because it is a resource we 
have - could be the key that helps us strengthen our 
current community and offer a more stable and communal 
life for those who are yet to come.

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There was a lot of talk about Camp Jefferson last Spring, 
and I initiated most of it with the help of Jeff Johnson. I 
want to take this opportunity to tell you all why I was and 
still am excited about a renewing of Camp Jefferson, why 
I think it’s important, and what it could mean for the life of 
our church community at Broadway. 
 
For those of you who don’t know, Broadway UCC has a 
piece of property in Harriman State Park about an hour 
north of the city called site S-18. The land was given to us 
back around the turn of the 20th century and a lone cabin 
was built in the ‘20’s. There is a stone bathroom building, 
separate from the camp with pit toilets and showers. Jeff 
and I realized not only that the camp was small, lacking 
modern amenities, but also that it was on a sloping hill 
with no place for people to gather, to play, or to grow.  
 
On a walk around Lake Stahahe, on which our cabin is 
situated, we noticed that on the opposite side of the lake 
there was an abandoned camp that had some fifteen 
buildings, a stone meeting house, and flat land, called S-2. 
The property was larger and had the potential to allow us 
to gather, to play, and to grow. After Jeff and I made 
proposals to the church and to Harriman State Park, it 
turned out that the cost to repair and install new 
infrastructure to this camp was going to be exceedingly 
costly, and so we had to move on. 
 
In November, the Park called us and said that a camp 
that needed no repair had become available, Camp UT-2, 
and if we were interested, we should send in a packet of 
information about our current camp, financial stability, and 
how we would plan on using the camp. We did all of this 
but were turned down, and the camp was given to a local 
YMCA chapter for their children’s programming. 
 
The truth is that as I write this I am still extremely 
disappointed about not being offered the opportunity to 
make something of camp UT-2. It had all of the potential 
Jeff and I had hoped for in camp S-2 without the initial 
construction that S-2 needed and would have allowed us 
to hold programs this summer for children and for our 
church. At this point, I’m not sure what the fate of Camp 
Jefferson will hold.  
 
Even in my disappointment and uncertainty about the 
immediate future of Camp Jefferson, I cannot help but still 
dream about a camp that could provide a place of retreat, 
respite, reflection, and relationships, not only for our

Most of all, it brings a unique, rough-
around-the-edges heroine to life and makes her a 
permanent part of your own. 
 

Sneak Preview:  On April 6, we will discuss Last days of 
Dogtown   by Anita Diamant. Set on Cape Ann in the early 
1800s, this novel is peopled by widows, orphans, 
spinsters, scoundrels, whores, free Africans, and witches.
